How SRS Can Help You Even If You Have a Job

If you have two children and a job paying $7.00 an hour, the value of the food stamps, medical assistance, energy assistance, and child care assistance available from SRS can raise your income from $7.00 an hour to $13.80 an hour.  For this reason, it is important for you to remain in contact with SRS even when you are no longer eligible for a cash grant due to your employment.  You may still qualify for food stamps, medical assistance, and child care assistance.  You may also qualify for employment services and supports which will help you access the training necessary to reach your long-range income goal.
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
